The Festival has also organized a special Classical Guitar event on Sunday 28 November 2010 at the Memorial Hall from 9.00 am – 6.00 pm.  The event came about following discussions with local guitar teachers who felt their students would benefit from the advice given by a specialist adjudicator.  The Festival has invited Mr. Christopher Stell to adjudicate at the Guitar event.  Mr. Stell teaches at the Royal College of Music, and gives classes in other music academies and guitar festivals all over the world.  He has been elected an Associate of the Royal Academy of Music in recognition of his performing achievements.  The Guitar event syllabus and entry form can be downloaded from the Festival website.  The closing date for entries is Friday 8 October 2010.
